Chapter One;

Place of Genesis and Existence and Political Record

Most memoirs are based on personal diaries, and the
biographies of individuals are real stories, not fiction.
Therefore, the first chapter, the ’s decade, will focus on
the environment of birth, childhood, schooling, and the
beginning of developments in the country's political
system after the Declaration of the existence of the
Republic presided by commander Mohammed Daoud.
When the leaders of the Democratic People's Party
regime provoked the religious and national sentiment of
the public with intimidation and terror, the fatwas of the
religious scholars concerning the issue that the "Islam
religion" is in danger with the sovereignty of Communist
in Afghanistan made the people decide to destroy the
Communists through Islamic "Jihad".

At the same time with arrests of first-class Afghan
scholars, armed uprisings occurred across Afghanistan
and the presence of thousands of rigid faces from the
heart of society, they raise flags of struggle and resistance
in Afghanistan's base mountain and thus they built the
stronghold of freedom and justice and register their
name on the honor list of the lJihadists against the
country occupiers and after the Communists came to
power, many of the country's higher religious scholars
and scientists were arrested, imprisoned, and martyred in
Kabul and the provinces.



Chapter Two;

The Result of the Afghan People's Jihad and Challenges
This chapter deals with the results of the Afghan people's
Jihad, challenges and migration problems and the Jihad of
the Afghan people was certainly a great role model for
liberalism in the world; The Afghan people defeated the
world's largest superpower in this unequal struggle with
the least facilities to liberate their country.

One of the reasons for the Mujahedin's victory over the
former Soviet Red Army in Afghanistan was the sense of
patriotism and cooperation of the people with the
Mujahedin across Afghanistan. The Jihad of the Afghan
people caused the communism ideology to collapse and
the Berlin Wall collapsed after  years of separation of
the German residents in the year ( ), political
analysts believe that the Jihad of the Afghan people and
the defeat of the former Soviet Union in the country
played a role in the collapse of the Berlin Wall. Another
result of Jihad was that the fully equipped and armed
forces of theformer Soviet Red Army accepted defeat

with abjection and escaped in Bahman (
February, ) and another achievement of the Jihad
was the victory of the Jihad in ( April, ), and

the last remnants of the puppet regime of the
Communists fell.
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After the victory of the Jihad of the Afghan people, the
leaders of the Jihadist parties came together to seize
power and lead the country into crisis, if the leaders of
the political parties and the Mujahideen had maintained
their unity after the victory, Afghanistan would not have
become a battlefield.

One of the big mistakes the Mujahideen leaders made
was that instead of attending the Geneva Conventions
themselves, the Pakistanis represented them. On the
other hand, due to their gruesome plot, Western
countries exploited the Mujahideen's weakness and
turned Afghanistan into a battlefield®



Chapter Three;

Bloody Disasters in Kabul and Other Provinces of the
Country

The ’s decade is reminiscent of the bloody disasters of
Kabul and the dominance of the Taliban that led to the

massacre and homelessness. ( April ) is
remembered as the turning point in Afghan political
history that most people in Afghanistan perceive ( )

as the beginning of all its calamities and bloodshed.
Mohammed Daoud Khan was the first Afghan president
to be shot dead along with  of his family members by
the Democratic People's Party in a bloody coup in

( April ).

After Mohammad Daoud Khan's death, the Democratic
People's Party came to power under Nur Muhammad
Taraki and most Afghans remember marked the April
coup as the beginning of the dark days filled with war,
blood, and violence in Afghanistan. The  April coup set
the stage for the Soviet invasion of Afghanistan, and the
Soviet war lasted  years. As a result, millions of Afghans
were killed and became disabled, and about five million
migrated to Afghanistan's neighboring countries as well
as the distant countries.

After ten years of the bloody war between the
Mujahideen and the former Soviet Union, the
Mujahideen finally succeeded in (year ), that
the former Soviet Union left Afghanistan. With the victory
of the Mujahideen, the rule of the People's Democratic
Party also ended and most people in Afghanistan thought
that with the victory of the Mujahideen, Afghanistan
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would achieve peace, security, and peace, but it did not
happen.
After the victory, the Mujahideen groups failed to form a
consensus or create a united alliance between the
Mujahideen groups; eventually, another bloody war
occurred between the Mujahideen factions®
The bloody and deadly war between the Mujahideen
groups for political power lasted four years and
thousands of Afghan civilians were also killed in this war.
After the bloody and devastating war in Kabul, the
Taliban finally formed the Islamic Emirate with the motto
of peace and tranquility in ( ) and most of the
Afghan people referred to the Taliban as white pigeons of
peace and thought that with the coming of the Taliban,
peace, security and peace would be governed in
Afghanistan.
But war and bloodshed continued, and the Taliban fought
a fierce battle with the northern Afghan coalition and
they also massacred the Mazar-e-Sharif, Bamyan and
other regions of the country and massacred tens of
thousands of people.
Finally, the Taliban's "Islamic Emirate" in Afghanistan
ended with the attacks of the international community in
( ) and the Afghan people had hoped that the
presence of the international community in Afghanistan
would bring peace and security to the country, but it did
not occur.
For nearly two decades now, the international
community has been in Afghanistan; but Afghanistan has
not yet achieved global peace and security, yet it is one of
the most insecure countries in the world®



Chapter Four;

The presence of the International Community and the
Islamic Republic of Afghanistan

Chapter four; this section deals with the ’s decade and
the presence of the international community and the
Afghan government.

Afghanistan, despite its many difficulties, has experienced
three security, political, and economic problems, despite
the presence of the international community and the
international community and the Afghan government has
also faced challenges and difficulties in the areas of
terrorism, reformation, and corruption.

Victims of the Afghan Armed Forces and people afflicted
with Terrorism and terror threats have also met with the
presence and cooperation of the international
community.

The current collection, including memoirs of about five
decades of my life, titled "Consistent" (From Republic to
Islamic Republic of Afghanistan), is set in six chapters of
the calamities of the Muslim-Afghan world and the sweet
and bitter events of my life's history and the purpose of
writing these scattered memories, expressed through
suffering, was uttered by the great Mawlana who says
the bitter Hadith is expressed to delve into the deeper
bitterness and finally to be able to reflect on the rusted
hearts of the people of my time to not ignore the
doctrine of introspection and the analysis of the
bitterness and suffering that the past has unwittingly and
unwittingly caused us. Also, if we do not engage in
rational criticism in various events of life, we will not gain
anything from this suffering.

Certainly, many people and groups have made mistakes
in the past, and if they want to look back, there is nothing
but blackness, so we should try to learn from our past by
forgetting and compensating for mistakes and
imperfections.

- To make up for past mistakes means to know our
thoughts correctly.

- Forgetting past mistakes means trusting the essence of
time.

- If we have a default, we should apologize. | hope that
the Afghan people will judge the past catastrophes fairly
and justly and will remember the record of the political
figures without any doubt. Therefore, the people should
not leave the future of their country in the hands of those
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who have a dark past or who have been involved with the
mafia against the religious and national values and with
the enemies of the people against the Islamic and
national interests of the country.

Dear Prophet of Islam (peace be upon him) about the
lessons to be learned says: "Learn a lesson, there are
lessons among your ancestors".

And Imam Ali (peace be upon him) says: "O servants of
God! Learn from the beneficial lessons and learn from the
bright signs and learn from the loud warnings (Refrain
from sins)".

Therefore, as Imam Ali (peace be upon him) says, one
who does not learn from the past of others and does not
learn from experience has not supported his life plan.
And he also says: Whoever does not learn from the
events of the world and its changes, it is useless to advise
him®

Islam is a religion of mercy, peace, justice, and learning
According to the verses of the Holy Qur'an, the purpose
of the Prophet's mission is to spread peace, tranquility,
and mercy to guide human beings to the right path and
goodness; The religion that is the basis of mercy, the
Prophet and his followers must also be the message of
mercy and peace: "We sent thee not, but as a Mercy for
all creatures".

Islamic narrations say: After the Muslims conquered the
Great Conquest (Conquest of Mecca) and the Muslims
entered the city of Mecca in big groups, one of the
companions (Sa'd Ebn Ebadah) who waved the flag of
conquest chanted: "Today is the day of killing". But as
soon as the news reached the Prophet of Islam (peace be
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upon him), he ordered Imam Ali (peace be upon him) to
take the flag from him and said: "Today is a day of
kindness and mercy, of course, today is a day of mercy".
On that day when the people of Mecca thought that after
all the torture and retribution they had inflicted on the
Prophet and his followers and that the Prophet would
take revenge on them, but the prophets of mercy not
only took revenge but also named the conquest the day
of mercy instead of day of killing and revenge, which
made the people of Mecca convert to Islam®

The Great Qur'an proclaimed world peace to the world of
humanity years ago and said: "O you who believe,
all shall be at peace, and do not follow the way of
Satan PPDP HPPD

The Holy Quran expresses the Muslims' commitment to
peace and security with its own beauty and says: "those
who approach you with hearts restraining them from
fighting you as well as fighting their own people. If Allah
had pleased, He could have given them power over you,
and they would have fought you: Therefore if they
withdraw from you but fight you not, and send you
peace, then Allah opened no way for you to war against
them”.

Prophet of Islam (peace be upon him) is the first person
in the world of humanity to pursue real peace diplomacy.
He sent his ambassadors to establish peaceful relations
with the governments and empires of his time. Therefore,
the word Salam is derived from peace.

SalAmon’alaykom and ‘AleykomassalAm (Peace and
Peace be with you) are words that are uttered by millions
of Muslims daily. In these phrases, the highest notions of
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peace and friendship are hidden. Muslims finish their five
prayers with the highest slogan of peace and friendship
which is "Peace, mercy, and blessings of God be upon you
all".

The historians write that the Prophet of Islam (peace be
upon him) never engaged in military operations or
warfare in Mecca, but when he emigrated to Medina, and
Muslims were persecuted, jihad became obligatory on
Muslims. That is why Muslims paid for self-defense and
their government, and the blessed Hadiths say: When the
Prophet of Islam (peace be upon him) sent their military
groups to the defensive fronts, they strongly stated: ...
"Do not kill elderly people, old men, children, and
women, do not betray, pursue peace, do good and God
loves those who do good."

This is the greatness of Islam, this is the excellence of the
human world, all of which are based on the concepts of
peace, grace, and kindness, and have invited their
followers to the sacred order of peace. Tags such as
murder and terror that the enemies of Islam are linking to
Islam are made up to tarnish Islam. All Islamic
commentators, scholars, and scientists believe that the
principle of Muslim relations with others are based on
peace and grace. War is a complex situation that
necessitates the rejection of aggression and support for
Islamic calling, where there is no room for domination
and conquest.

So those who say: Islamic Sharia is in most cases a war-
based Sharia, is a baseless conception, and in no way
conforms to the concept and content of the Islamic
sacred religion. The most famous verse of the great
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Qur'an which is mentioned about war is verse  of Surah
Tauba (repentance), which states: "Again will Allah, after
this, turn [in mercy] to whom He will: for Allah is Oft-
forgiving, Most Merciful". In the commentary of this
verse, interpreters write:

- The purpose of this verse is to preserve the human right
to life. Accordingly, if the enemies of Islam all intend to
deprive Muslims of their lives, it is imperative that the
Muslims also stand up for their right, a legitimate right,
and take the path of resistance and as everyone knows,
such a defence is compatible with human nature.

- In the holy verse is stated that fight with those who
want to fight with you. So they are the ones who are
attacking the Muslims and the Muslims have been called
upon to do their utmost in response to the enemy's
aggression. The following holy verse mentions the help of
God with the virtues of God, which is a testimony to the
observance of human principles in war.

If we carefully analyse the wars of the Prophet, we will
find out that all wars are defensive in nature and
consistent with the principle of peace and mercy.

The wars of Islam were not aimed at forcing people to
accept a new religion because religion in its nature does
not accept coercion. All the conflicts that took place in
the era of the mission of the Prophet Muhammad (peace
be upon him) were in the role of resistance, and each of
them, depending on the specific circumstances and
requirements, each conflict was aimed at defending
Islamic identity. It was the polytheists who expelled the
Prophet and his companions from their homes, if they do
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not drive them out of their homes, there would be no
war or aggression against them in Medina.

In the history of the life of the Prophet (peace be upon
him) of Islam, it was not seen to discredit a Nasrani
because he did not accept Islam. On the contrary, it is
recorded that the Prophet of Islam (peace be upon him)
treated the Christians of Najran with respect and even
allowed them to worship in Muslim mosques.

Historians call the best of the two-year phase of the
Treaty of Hudaybiyyah, a treaty that took place between
Muslims and the Quraysh tribe. During these two years,
many people joined the religion of Islam, more than the
number who had joint Islam for nearly twenty years from
the beginning of Islam.

As mentioned, the relationship between Muslims and
non-Muslims is based on the principle of peace, which is
justified in the event of a military invasion of the Islamic
land in the form of legitimate and legitimate defence and
legitimate defence is also a right recognized in
international law and Article of the United Nations
Charter.

Therefore, Islam, as a complete divine religion, along with
all the ethical rules and requirements of life, also
addressed the rules of war, peace, and foreign relations,
and the Islamic religion always invited its followers to
reason, logic and reason: “Invite to the Way of thy Lord
with wisdom and beautiful preaching and argue with
them in ways that are best and most gracious: for thy
Lord knoweth best, who have strayed from His Path, and
who receive guidance ® ¢
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The call to Islam has never been far from its peaceful way
of adhering to the supreme method emphasized by the
Great Qur'an and the tradition of the Prophet of Islam
(peace be upon him), and it will not go away for its
followers.

The invitation to Islam is not limited to language, but in
practice, it must be shown that Islam is a religion of
peace, safety, mercy, and grace. So why is it that today
those who claim to follow the Prophet (peace be upon
him) and the religion of Islam are so unkind to one
another and their hatred is rooted in their souls?

One of the signs of a Muslim man is a heart without
hatred and evidence prove that Islam has not entered our
souls; When Islam comes and enters into human life, it
brings peace and good health with it; a Muslim man is
one who is in peace with all people, he does not destroy
the nature, he does not pollute the air, he does not harm
the nature, he does not pollute the water, he does not
dump the waste into nature and generally does not harm
anyone or anything and does not cause any corruption;
When we understand the Muslim meaning, it becomes
clear that we are far from the Muslim essence, and as
Allama Igbal says:

As Mustafa's motto was lost / the people's code of
survival was lost.

We need to return to the spirit and ethics of the Qur'an
as well as to the prophetic and human ethics; The
Prophet (peace be upon him) made great efforts to
educate Muslims in this way and Islam is not a religion of
violence, it is a religion of peace and justice and mercy,
and Muslims are not permitted to engage in violence and
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war against anyone except to defend and oppose parity
and to uphold ethics and morality.

Indeed, have the Muslims asked themselves that, despite
the economic, cultural, political and... turmoil imposed on
the Muslims, why is there so much unrest and hostility
and brutal massacres in Islamic countries? And by what
reason such incidents are justified and by what logic?
What is the solution?

How long will the Islamic countries be at the battlefield
and the testing ground for bullying and power-seeking
weapons? How long will the Muslim man be saddened by
the painful scenes and the bloodshed of his fellow
believers and the crying of the wives of the dead children
and the children who have lost their mother?!

How long will we wait for the bully to steal the lives of
the Muslim nation to take our lives, build atomic bombs,
and continental missiles, and overcome our aspirations!
Why and how long?

Given the harmony and unity of the strangers with the
Islamic world, it seems that there is no choice but to seek
refuge in the "unity of the word" and the "unified word".
Any solution that does not underpins "Muslim unity" and
does not have the "united hand" that is the hand of God,
will certainly be doomed to failure and ultimately
unsuccessful.

Disagreement in religion calls the worst atrocities and
bloodshed in the name of religion, and the ending of the
civil war in Muslim countries, including Afghanistan, is a
great lesson for Muslims and history is a valuable teacher.
Therefore, in the Holy Qur'an, God has spoken and
commanded many times (including the good and bad
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ones) has spoken and instructed to teach and guide the
servants: “Many were the Ways of Life that have passed
away before you: travel through the earth, and see what
was the end of those who rejected Truth ® €

Blessed are the people who know the history of the past
and learn that history which has many valuable lessons
but pity that as Imam Ali said: "There are many lessons
and few people who learned from these lessons."

It is not right for Muslims to disregard their past and to
re-experience the fate of the past again, Andalusia history
is very readable in this respect; Why has such civilization
become so sluggish with all its greatness and splendour?
We can identify some of the factors from the search of
historical literature that are serious and fundamental
damages of the Andalusia Islamic governmentY

- Disagreement and schism:

During the eight centuries of Muslim rule in Andalusia,
three times united and powerful Islamic rule was
weakened by disputes, self-loathing and greed by many,
and every individual ruled a corner of this land;
Whenever a single central government collapsed and
numerous rulings emerged, weakness, infirmity, and
debility prevailed over the Andalusian Muslims who
inevitably came to unity, and every time a central and
unified government was created, they found dignity and
achieved victory and progress and with the hostility and
division between the small Islamic states in Andalusia, the
Christians were gradually eliminated®

- Ethical corruption, betrayal of rulers and internal
disagreement of Muslim rulers:
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The second factor in the failure of Muslims in Andalusia
can be attributed to the incompetence of the rulers and
many people; The pervasiveness of corruption at the level
of government and society prevented them from paying
attention to the well-being and felicity of society and
eroded their religious zeal and honour, and what
mattered to them was power and authority. As a result,
cities came out of their rule one after the other and were
captured by the enemy. Corruption among the rulers
continued until "Mu'tazim al-Samadhi", the ruler of "al-
Mariyah", fell in love with a Christian girl, forcibly taking
her from his father and waging war and bloodshed
among the Muslims over this issue.

- Betrayal of governors, ministers, and rulers:

When the rulers started having fun in public, many
people followed their style and the Christian enemy, with
a devilish plan, inflicted a severe blow on the body of the
Andalusia Islamic community.

- Lack of healthy recreational and educational
environments for Muslim students and libertine freedom
among young men on ethical issues:

The Christians of the North signed contracts with the
Muslim rulers, according to which they were free to build
resorts and schools and to trade among Muslims; In their
schools of Muslim children, they instilled Christianity in
Christian schools, bringing beautiful Christian girls to the
resorts, taking Muslim youth there, and promoting and
selling alcoholic beverages, alienating Muslim people
from their religious beliefs. In this way, corruption was
infiltrated throughout the body of Islamic society and
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emptied it from within, so that they were unable to
resist.

- Racism and humiliation of other Muslims: Corrupt and
racist people did not hide their ugly deeds with the
supremacists and the ignoble people, trying to cover up
their ignorance and idiotism, tried to bring down the
status of others and satisfy their own injustice, by
humiliating others and those who did a good job were
just for pretending and faking it.

- Minor presence of scholars and researchers:

The low presence of scholars and researchers in their
responsibility in preventing the deviations of rulers and
the younger generation were important factors in the
failure of Muslim rule in Andalusia. Other areas of failure
for the Andalusian Muslims were the loss of their
religious culture and being exposed to foreign culture®

- The breakdown of the Andalusian Islamic government
into small and weak governments: This policy came about
because of the selfish temper of some Muslim leaders
and as a result of the weakening of the Muslim defence
power®

- Influence of Senior Christian Military Advisers and
Officers in the Muslim Army:

This proposal was raised and approved by the General
Assembly of the Christian Baroness and so with the
infidelity and betrayal of a Muslim officer, what shouldn't
happen to Muslims has occurred. Senior Christian
counsellors and officers in the Muslim army allowed to
enter military training centres and with this treacherous
plan, the Islamic army was at all times available to
Christians®
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- Objectivism and the rule of indifference and welfare in
people:

Many were indifferent because of their weak faith, their
objectivism, their worldliness and their fear of
oppression®

- Negligence and ignorance of Muslims in Economic
Affairs:

The neglect and ignorance of Muslims in commerce and
trading which, as a result, puts the Muslim in the hands of
Christians as a lever of pressure, and therefore the
inexpressible fate of Muslims in Andalusia is not just an
accident, rather, it should be regarded as a matter of
pride for Muslims, which has historically shamed
Muslims.

We now have to ask ourselves: Does history not repeat
itself? Should we not learn from Andalusia history? Is it
not that a believer should not be bitten twice by the
same hole?

Why do we ignore divisions and disregard the enemy's
plans and ignore the unity, solidarity, and oneness of
Muslims; why do we prefer to party and group interests
over Islamic and national values; why don't we take
fundamental action against the enemy's cultural loot?

Is not the rapid rise of prostitution, alcohol and drug
trafficking at the community level, especially among
young people, on the map of enemy planning? Is it not
prepared to induce doubts and to cast doubt on the
foundations of faith to weaken and shake people's
religious beliefs without a plan?

Doesn’t the pursuit of anti-morality and chastity
programs through social networking sites, satellites,
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broadcasting cassettes, CDs and vulgar posters serve a
specific purposeK

Why don't we wake up from negligence?

Why don't we take a fundamental step to solve the
problem and confront inside and outside's Satan?
Whoever ignores the enemy should know that the enemy
will not ignore him; let us follow the teachings of the Holy
Quran and learn from it and protect the Islamic ideals,
principles and values and true martyrs of the Jihad era;
which is the tradition of the Divine: “Allah does not
change a people's lot people's punishment, there can be
no turning it back, nor will they find, besides Him, and to
protect P &€

To create unity among Muslims, we need to recognize
and confront the disruptive factors that | will address
here:

- Personal and religious prejudices

The first reason that undermines unity and solidarity
among Muslims is personal and religious prejudice. These
prejudices go so far as to justify one's beliefs and counter
those of others®

- Arrogance and self-loathing

Another factor that disturbs the unity of Muslims is
arrogance and self-loathing. Some Muslims consider
themselves superior to others and forget that "the only
element of human superiority is the virtue." Extremist
Muslims of the Islamic religions try to humiliate and
degrade others by considering themselves superior to
others. Muslims who have such characters, if they come
to power, become a factor in disrupting unity by creating
divisions among Muslims. On the other hand, if such
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people do not come to power because they consider
themselves superior to others, they will never refuse to
be in the Muslim group because of their isolation and
avoidance.

- Grudge and suspicion

The grudge and suspicion of Muslims toward each other
only because of differences in religion are other factors
that disturb the unity of Muslims. Highlighting differences
and forgetting of commonalities create a gap among
Muslims. History witnesses the killings and looting by one
group of Muslims against another; The extremists who
fight with their religious brothers because of grudge or
revenge instead of fighting the enemies of Islam, killing
them or punishing them with hard punishment because
of their religion®

- Worldliness and ambitiousness

Unity in many cases requires a spirit of sacrifice,
dedication, and humility; But many see power and
preservation as the foremost of their factions and, by
imposing strife and conflict on the Muslim community,
strive to achieve higher status and greater wealth. These
are the ones who are simply seduced by the colonists and
become one of the enemy puzzles.

Undoubtedly, the need for unity and oneness among
Muslims is one of the most urgent needs, and the
fundamental pain of the Muslim world is the same old
grudge among the Muslim people. The enemy always
uses these gaps. Of course, the concept of Islamic unity,
which has been around for the last hundred years
between the scholars and the faithful Islamic
intellectuals, is not that the Islamic sects abandon their
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religious or non-religious principles in order to create
Islamic unity, and so-called commonalities of all sects and
drop the coordinates of everyone; Because this is neither
rational nor practical. Thus, the Islamic sects, despite
their differences in theology, jurisprudence, and so on,
through their greater commonalities, can give
brotherhood hand to each other against the dangerous
enemies of Islam and form a united front. Islam as a
comprehensive and eternal ideology, as it has not
confined its field of invitations to a particular nation or
people, has placed the unity of the Islamic nation at the
forefront of its political and social agendas, and has
enacted religious brotherhood among the children of the
Islamic nation; lIslamic unity, which is the strongest
element of the strength and authority of the Islamic
nation, has long been plagued by enemy conspiracies.
The foreign colonists and their internal colonizers, who
seek their strength in the weakness of Islamic societies,
have attempted to shatter the trust and brotherhood
atmosphere prevailing among the Islamic nations to
plunder the resources and wealth of the Islamic nations.
Undoubtedly, the dignity and excellence of every nation
are in their unity and interdependence; Unity and
uniformity are the greatest factors in the power and
shock of every community and nation, and in contrast,
the disgrace and shame of each nation lie in its division.

Accordingly, in the sermon of Nahj al-Balagha, Imam
Ali (peace be upon him) summoned the people to learn
from their destiny and to think about the causes of their
ascension and fall, and after analysing this, he
encouraged the Muslims to actions that dignified and
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strengthened them. He says: "The things that caused the
dignity and glory of the past nations, to avoid dispersal
and to seek and advise each other, were dependent on
each other; they avoided anything that would break the
backbone of their nation and weaken their power".
Always in the midst of all the forgiveness and blessings of
divine men who are the link between people and the
Creator, the cause of human brotherhood and the cause
of unity throughout their overwhelming history, even in
the face of dry, blind prejudice and the poisoned and
poisoned atmosphere of enemies of unity, had created a
glow among the people, as well as radiance.

Yes! The bonding of divine men to the centre of
monotheism and revelation gives them an ocean-like
dimension that synchronizes unfamiliar streams and
waves and rivers and guides them to the home of unity,
perfection, and dignity in the light of their monotheistic
radius. It is as if their existence - a ray of the light of God -
is the sun of consciousness and the hope and the
message of the disadvantaged and the oppressed and the
end of the followers of the night.

Against the idea of unity, there is the idea of divide and
create division. We have all heard the famous saying
"Divide and rule". It may not be easy to believe that it has
been around for many millennia, despite the perception
of many people that this method is exclusively a tool of
exploitation and colonialism to dominate the backward
nations and their peoples. The Qur'an says: "Pharaoh
seized the land and divided it into various groups." This
Qur'anic witness confirms the above saying that the use
of antisemitic instruments of antecedents and human
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supremacy and exploitation of its kind is of the same
kind. As a result of why the invitation of religions to the
unity of the word and the general strike to the divine
thread as well as the opposition of the thugs to the
messengers of this invitation is revealed. The Qur'an's
view of unity seems to go beyond the unity of the
followers of one religion or belief. In the Quran it is
recommended to unite the word with other religions:
Say: "O People of the Book! come to common terms as
between us and you: That we worship none but Allah;
that we associate no partners with him; that we erect
not, from among ourselves, Lords and patrons other than
Allah." If then they turn back, say ye: "Bear witness that
we [at least] are Muslims [bowing to Allah's Will].

The Qur'an advises believers to avoid discord and to
remember the gruesome results of divisions: "And hold
fast to the strings of God and do not be scattered" "And
obey God and His Messenger, and strive not to perish,
and your power perish." "O you who believe, obey God
and the Prophet of God and the Almighty, and turn it
back to God and the Prophet whenever there is a dispute
if you believe in God and the Day of Resurrection. This is
better for you and its result will be better. "

One has to learn from the history of how the people of
Afghanistan have fallen victim to partisan, ethnic, ethnic
and linguistic divisions and are still divided, Islamic
countries and Muslim nations must know that disputes
will have no effect except weakening Islam and Islamic
countries. On the other hand, unity is the only factor
saving Islam and the Islamic nation®
